You have all been notified by mail of the new immunization requirements for the 2009-2010
school year. Included with this letter was your child’s immunization record on file here at Downing
Middle School.

The additional immunizations required by the state
of Texas to attend school in 2009-2010 are:

« Tdap Booster — vaccine includes pertussis vaccine (whooping cough) -
Unless last dose of tetanus was given after 8-14-2004

< 2" Chicken Pox (varicella) — Unless school has documentation of chicken
pox disease history.

¢ Mennigococcal Vaccine (meningitis)

These new immunizations will be required by every incoming 7" grade student in the state.

So, please get these vaccines as soon as possible to avoid any vaccine shortages that may occur.
There will be 235 incoming 7" grade immunization records to process. It will be very
much appreciated if you will send your student’s immunization record to
Diane Manderscheid R.N.as soon as possible:

s Tdap booster is required at least every 10 years. The new part of this
requirement is that the tetanus/diphtheria vaccine will also need to include
pertussis (whooping cough). Notifications have been mailed to all students who
require a Tdap between now and December 2009.

% Although the meningococcal vaccine and the second varicella vaccine are not
mandatory to attend school for incoming 8™ graders, they are most certainly
recommended. Check with your physician.
